Call To Order:

Tammy Davis, President called the meeting to order with a Welcome and Introduction at 8:30 a.m.

NC Medical Board Updates:  
Dr. Michele Denker, NCPHP presented the topic of Disruptive Behavior and Overview of the NC Physicians Health Program.  In her presentation, she noted that the following are disorders that their program treats each year:  Mental Health Disorders, Suicides have doubled- 300-400 every year, mood disorders, depression, dysthymia, bipolar, substance abuse and personality disorders.  She will provide a copy of her presentation for posting on the NCAMSS website for membership to review.  
Judie Clark, Director of Complaints spoke the complaint department duties, mission statement and the fact that the NC Medical Board will only post malpractice payments made of $75,000 or more and only after May 2008, payments made, board actions, and dates.  

Dr. Michael Sheppa and David Henderson gave a Senior Staff review to the membership.

Curt Ellis, Director of Investigations provided a presentation on senate bill#948.  A copy of his presentation will also be posted on the NCAMSS website for membership review.

Jean Fisher, Director of Public Affairs and Dena Konkel, Assistant Director, Public Affairs gave a presentation of what the new website and licensure information will look like beginning in January.  They noted that the newsletter will now be posted on the website.  Also noted that the process for disciplinary action, report to FSMB and public new will be posted on the website as links.  These ladies showed the membership the physician profile tabs that will be present on the website and noted that there will be 5 tabs on each physician.  

Joy Cooke, Director of Licensing and Nancy Hemphill, Special Projects Coordinator spoke on the Licensing Rule updates and communication course.  They noted that all applicants in the US must prove that they are in the US legally by providing evident of legal residence status.  They also stated that they would be meeting with the NC Hospital Association and would be providing an outreach program on the following topics:  Overview of licensing process, (to educate Hospital Administrators), Fast Track licensing (rules and criteria MD/DO only), and FCVS Verification Profile.
Patricia Paulson spoke briefly about the registration process and CME Random audit program.  Her power point presentation was also posted on the NCAMSS Website.

Brian Blankenship spoke on legal updates and the new senate bill 958.  His power point presentation was also posted to the NCAMSS website.
