Call To Order:

Tammy Davis, President called the meeting to order with a Welcome and Introduction at 8:00 a.m.

Welcome to Rutherford Hospital
David Bixler, CEO of Rutherford Hospital welcomed the NCAMSS membership to his facility and stated that he is very much in support of our Association and the work that we as professionals do.  
Risk Management:  Rebecca Lowman: MAG Mutual Insurance Company:

Rebecca Lowman from MAG Mutual presented information to the membership on the Fundamentals in Risk Management and Patient Safety in your Medical Office and Beating the Malpractice Odds.  The information provided to the group helped to identify causes of suits with risk management recommendations to decrease liability, review of the claims process for medical liability cases and discussing the defendant physician's role in a medical malpractice case. Medical Staff Standards- OPPE/FPPE- Telemedicine:  Stephen M. Dorman, MD:

Dr. Dorman presented the Joint Commission Medical Staff Standards, Scoring and Accreditation Decision Model, Elements of Performance, discussion of the revision of the MS Standards and how some of the standards remain, but have been moved to other sections of the Accreditation manual, i.e. Leadership Chapter, etc.  Each of the standards were reviewed with the group and additional information.  Dr. Dorman also provided his website information to everyone and noted that he has some good articles as well as documents that might be useful to everyone. (www.redandgold.com)

Dr. Dorman also presented information on Telemedicine and noted that CMS does not approve of privileging by Proxy and they are citing hospitals for non-compliance.  TJC and CMS have agreed to disagree and TJC is advising hospitals to comply with CMS.  He noted that not all hospitals operate under CMS:  VA and Military are examples of this statement.  Dr. Dorman reviewed and presented information on OPPE and FPPE and the components of a compliant process.  He noted that CMS requires that physician performance plans be defined in writing and noted that this is scored under quality and not credentialing or privileging.  He noted that some challenges in this process are: most data collection is manual, extra staff will probably be required, data collection and analysis is not a job that is normally undertaken by the medical staff office, but usually originates from the performance measurement department or quality department, and expertise must be acquired for analysis.
Business Session:  Tammy:

Tammy noted that if anyone was interested in hosting a meeting in 2011 they should make sure that they put this on their evaluations.  Fran gave the membership information on the 2009-2010 meetings and locations.  Linda provided the Financial Report to the membership.  The new certificants were announced:  Sharon Humphries, CPCS, Sheila Avery, CPCS, Marvallena Gratham, CPCS, and Lisa Bowers, CPCS.  Board members were introduced to the membership.
